QUICK FACTS FROM STATS CAN

ü Departure from home influenced by number of siblings, 

economic conditions, size of town

ü Growth in lone-parent families headed by men exceeds 

growth in lone-parent families headed by women

ü Falling fertility ðreduces the number of children and 

grandchildren within families

ü Growing number of three-generation families ðled by 

immigrants

ü Delayed marriage and fertility ðreduces fertility rate and 

risk of divorce
